


     INSTALLATION OF REPLACEMENT KORG 01/W, WAVESTATION &  T1/T3 BACKLIGHT SCREENS





Instruction principals  may be used for Akai samplers & other related equipment (read from point 6 )














1. Set aside some seperate containers for the removed screws and brackets, plus a small marker pen for your own reference (if required) You'll also need a basic soldering iron, solder, small cutters and some average phillips screwdrivers.





2. Remove the back panel and take note of the connenctor positions to the PCB's before removing anything.





3. Disconnect the PCB connectors and continue to remove the PCB's - Ideally place them on a metal surface, such as the back panel, so as to prevent possible static shock damage.





4. The keyboard assembly should now be ready to be removed, put the larger screws aside.





5.  The front panel board now needs to be removed so as to gain access to the small PCB for the screen.The screen assembly is one unit, it would be a good idea to put a small reference mark on the screen UP side.





6. The original backlight is placed underneath the LCD screen**, and two metal contacts should be visible. In the interests of being practical, de-solder and cut the old contacts off (completely) then slide the new backlight over the old one (the light green side facing upwards)


** If you cannot fit the new backlight over the old one, it will have to be removed, by first cutting off the contacts then, using mini pliers, proceed to pull the old one out (which may be stuck down with glue).








7.  CAREFULLY solder new backlight in place, making sure it is lined up first, and any excess contacts can be cut off (after soldering)





*** Advise caution when soldering Akai backlights - Do not let the lead dangle from the backlight contacts, as this is can affect the contact resistance to the backlight.   It is helpful to  stick a piece of  electrical tape across the contacts, once soldered into place.****





8. To check if the screen is working, replace the lead to the PSU board (from the screen asembly) then with all the other PCB's disconnected, turn the power on.** 





If all is well the backlight (only) should light up.





9. TURN OFF the power (disconnect power cord) and re-assemble the keyboard, being very careful to replace all the connectors and screws as you found them.





**CAUTION: When performing a test to the screen make sure you (or any other persons) are not in direct contact with live mains in the PSU.
